WHEREAS :

1.  the Bride is the followers of the Shia Isna Asheri faith of  Islam 
     and Bridgegroom is the follower Hanafi faith of Islam

The Bride and the Bridegroom
2.  are desirous of getting married at the agreed Mahar of ________________________

3.  are desirous that their marriage be solemnized in keeping with tenets of  the 
     Shia Isna Asheri faith of Islam
4.  are desirous that they shall adhere to their respective faiths without any let or hindrance

5.  are agreed upon that their offsprings shall adhere to the Shia Isna Asheri faith of Islam

6.  are agreed upon , that both of them,  besides abiding with the Shar’ee laws,  

     shall adhere to all the procedures and by-laws of the Khoja (Pirhai) Shia Isna Asheri 
     Jamaat, Karachi, as prescribed and laid down from time to time 

7.  are agreed upon that all the gifts and presents exchanged in between them and their respective    

     members at the time of their engagement, at the time of their marriage and  thereafter shall be 

     the absolute properties of the recepients and shall not be subject to any claim or recall by       
     either of the parties in the event of the termination of the marriage
8.  are agreed upon that by virtue of the ‘marriage contract’, upon solemnization of the marriage,  
     the wife shall have irrevocable power of divorce delegated to her by the husband to appoint 
     an agent to recite her Talaq on behalf of  the husband which power can only be exercised by 
     her with the approval of the ‘matrimonial or family relations committee’ of the Jamaat        

     where the marriage has been solemnized and such approval shall be granted by the Jamaat     

     when it is convinced without any reasonable doubt that the marriage is not tenable under the  
     following circumstances:
     *  when the husband fails to fulfill conjugal rights as per Shar\ee laws

     *  when the husband, despite having means, fails to provide for the shelter and maintenance  

         of the  wife and children for six  continuous months 

     *  when the husband disappears for six months,is out of communication and cannot be located

     *  when the husband associates with women of ill-repute   

     *  when the husband is afflicted with incurable or dangerous disease like leprosy, aids,etc

     *  when the husband is addicted to drugs and other intoxicants  
     *  when the husband is found to be impotent at the time of the marriage and  incurably   

         continues to be so for a period of one year from the date of the marriage
     *  when the husband is proved to be sterile for a period of five years or more  

     *  when the husband compels his wife to sacrifice her chastity

     *  when the husband the wife from fulfilling his obligations and/or compel her to violate
         Shar’ee laws  

     *  when the  husband marries another woman without informing n/or obtaining the consent of   

         his wife 
     *  when the husband is proved to be partially or fully insane for a continuous period of 2 years  

     *  when the husband is sentenced to jail for a period of five years or more  
     *  when the husband is convicted of a crime  belittling the dignity of the wife 
     *  when the husband inflicts physical, sexual or mental torture upon his wife  
     *  when the husband disposes off the belongings and properties of the wife without her 

         consent and/or prevents her from having possession or exercising her legal rights over

         the same 

     *  when the temperaments of the husband and wife have grown incompatible to an extent 

         to an extent their co-existence renders the life of the wife miserable   

     *  when the husband changes his ‘mazhab’ (faith) and/or religion

9.  are agreed upon that in the event of the termination of marriage, the pronouncement of 

     Talaq shall be made in accordance with the tenets of the Shia Isna Asheri faith of  Islam

10. Specify other mutually agreed conditions, e.g.:
     =  the husband shall not take another wife during the lifetime of the wife 
     =  the wife shall not live in a joint-family house and the husband shall provide 
         reasonably furnished separate living accommodation

     =  in case of re-marriage, the wife shall or shall not look after the children of the 
         husband by previous marriage and vice-versa 
8.   It  is recognized by the Bride that by virtue of the fact that the Bridegroom does not belong  to the Khoja Shia Isna Asheri community, her husband and their children would not be accorded with the rights, benefits and privileges normally accorded by the Khoja Shia Isna Asheri Jamaat to its members.
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Parties hereof known as the Bride and the Bridegroom,

have on their own will and accord, without any duress whatsoever, agreed without any

reservation whatsoever, to all terms and conditions contained in this ’marriage contract’

and have attested their signatures in presence of witnesses prior to the solemnization of 

their marriage:
